	Introductions
	Everyone introduced themselves to Calabrese. UH relationship with Under Armour is about 5 years old.  They over quadrupled the money supporiting athletics by apparel sponsors. They currently support about $1M per year.  

Under Armour initially made Manoa Maniacs shirts.  Under Armour is looking to get involved again with providing shirts.  They are our biggest corporate partner.  They want to bring the student group to a new level and create a “12th man” atmosphere.  Shirts, gloves, banners, and any thing else.  They would like to create a partnership to make sure they get maximum distribution.  

McNamera says you can specify that you want an Under Armour shirt or whatever brand on SuperQuote.  Clapp offered serivces to help us get what we want on SuperQuote. 

Under Armour can provide shirts and we can get printing separate.  We can do screening locally.  

Jasper asked if we should give them a design and ideas or if UA would give us a design. Calabrese said it should be student run. McNamera added that UA can do sign designs .  UA owns area behind bench sideline wall.  They are willing to brand that section as the student section.  They want to make a total sideline design.  

Wilbur suggested something like a pep rally. Something to give a presence.  Calabrese said they have a tent for soccer now that we could use.  

McNamera asked about prize packsand dufflebags.  Prize giveaways at games. Calabrese said it's a good idea.  

Wilbur suggested having something on campus that advertises the prizes.  We can set up the facility or location, but we need help.  We can provide prizes and coupons for free food for students.  Tshirts, Thundersticks, and other giveaways combined with other sponsors. 

Clapp asked if we can hang banners up here. Suggested a game day banner.  Koethe said ASUH can hang banners anywhere in campus center.  McNamera suggested we have 6 different banners for 6 different games.  

Wilbur said we want to “blow up the campus” and get everyone into the idea of going to games.  Awareness and building pride is the goal.  

McNamera said we need to get the stadium on our side and work together.  We need to let them know what our plan is.  Clapp and Robinson have been there and can let them know what our plan is.  

McNamera suggested giving out shirts before the Lamar game and then inform people to get them at the game for free.  

Calcbrese asked for an email before we put anything on SuperQuote because he wants to bid on stuff for us.  The athletics department also wants to know so that companies can bid on our stuff.

	Manoa Quarry Recreational Park
	Jasper gave a presentation about the Manoa Quarry Recretational Park (name under development).  SAFC working with housing and facilities.  Form a committee to watch through design and planning.  It will cost about $30-$50k .  The park may cost a million dollars, but we need to plan first.  Asking for $30,000.  Facilities and planning looking to pitch in $20,000.  

Gibson asked about the timeline of construction after planning.  Jasper pointed out there aren't a lot of structures.  He expects about 6 months of construction.  Planning may take a year or so.  The total project looking to be about 18 months to two years.  

Gibson asked about the hours of operation. Jasper said there will be lights on until 10 or 11 on weekdays and maybe 2am on the weekend. Wilbur added that there are LED safety lights. They only use 1% of the normal amount of electricity.  

Javinar asked who owns area.  Jasper says facilities does.  Javinar asked about who is in charge and who will take liability for the park. Wilbur thinks we should ask housing to take the responsibility for the park.
